e To prevent burns, allow the engine, exhaust system,
radiator, etc., to cool before installing the accessory.
e Be sure to observe all safety messages and

precautions described in the Service Manual while
removing and installing the fuel tank.

For secure adhesion of the grip heaters use the

recommended adhesive agent (Honda Bond A) or

equivalent.

Be sure to open and close the throttle to check for

smooth operation after installation of the right grip

heater.

Disconnect the negative (-) cable from the battery

before installing this accessory.

The memories of the clock will be erased when you

disconnect the battery. Reset the memories after

reconnecting the battery.

Reinstall the removed parts on the motorcycle and

make sure that the wires and harnesses are not

pinched.

Cut the wire tie and clip band at 5 mm from the lock

part after attaching them to the wire harnesses. Do

not allow the cut part of the wire tie and clip band to

interfere with another harness or brake hose.

After handle grip heater installation, check the lights

(e.g. right / left turn signal lights and brake lights) for

proper operation.

Although the illustration is of CRF1100A, use the

same procedures for other models.
