 • For secure adhesion of the heated grip use the recommended adhesive agent (Pro Honda Handgrip Cement) or equivalent.
 • Be sure to open and close the throttle to check for smooth operation after installation of the right heated grip.

 • To prevent burns, allow the engine, exhaust system, radiator, etc., to cool before installing the accessory.
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 • Remove the right grip as instructed in the motorcycle's Service Manual.
 • Reinstall the removed parts on the motorcycle and make sure that wires and harnesses are not pinched.
 • Disconnect the negative (-) cable from the battery before installing this accessory.
 • Trim the excess ends off the wire ties after attaching them to the wire harnesses. Do not allow the cut part of the wire tie to

interfere with another harness or brake hose.
 • After reconnecting the battery, refer to the motorcycle Owner’s Manual and set the meter.
 • Move the handlebar right to left and check that the harnesses are not pinched by the neighboring components and that they

are not too tight.
 • After this accessory installation, check the lights (e.g. right/left turn signal lights and brake lights) for proper operation.
 • Save all removed parts unless otherwise indicated.
 • Be sure to open and close the throttle to check for smooth operation after installation of the right grip heater.
 • Heat the bonding surfaces with a hair dryer if the ambient air temperature is below 21°C (70°F).
 • The adhesive reaches full strength in 72 hours. Wait at least 24 hours before riding your motorcycle.

SETTING INSTRUCTIONS
1. Remove the front seat and connect the SCS short connector (070MZ-0010300).
2. Turn the ignition switch ON with the engine stop switch RUN, but does not start the engine.
3. Display the "SETTING" using the Sel switch.

4. Select the SERVICE and EQUIPMENT.

5. Select the "GRIP HEATER", and then press the Sel switch .

6. After setting the grip heater equipment, push the Sel left switch several times to return to the top screen.
7. Turn the ignition switch OFF and disconnect the SCS connector.

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DEALER TROUBLESHOOTING
 • When the grip heater has abnormalities, the grip heater status icon on the combination meter and the grip heater switch icon

show following displays. Follow each instruction to perform inspection.

1. Battery inspection:
Refer to the Service Manual and inspect the battery.

2. Check whether wires and cables (terminals and connectors) are connected securely.
3. Grip heater inspection:

Check for resistance between the terminals.

5. If no abnormality is found after the above checks 2, 3, and 4, but the grip heater still does not operate properly, replace the grip
heater with a new one.
